Reflecting on that first spell, Town’s
number 24 said: “I think my time here on
loan kickstarted my football league career.
It gave me the confidence that | could play
at this level. l used that loan spell to prove
that to myself.

“The gaffer and Thirs instilled that belief in
me. Looking back, it was a perfect move for
me because as coaches they suit me and
know how to get the best out of me. That's
definitely been a reason for coming back. |
love the way they work, | love what they are
trying to do here and the club is one which |
love to represent.”

While his initial loan spell only lasted six
months, the forward admits the possibility of
returning was always one which remained
open to him.

“There was always a thought in the back of
my head that | would come back. You never
know what is going to happen but | always
felt like it was a possibility. | played really
well when | was here but with my injury last
time | always felt like if the opportunity came
up then | would be back.

“It was quite late in the window. My agent
told me of the interest but | wasn't sure how
Stevenage thought of it all. | just remained
focused on the here and now until my
agent called me and said the bid had been
accepted.

“It was all a bit of a mad rush, | was in
central London having my knee drained

and | came out to aflat tire. | had to get that
changed and get all the way up here so that
was quite a stressful day.”

However, while Town may have added a
forward who has secured promotion to
League One on two separate occasions,
the forward spent a significant spell of
his career playing in non-league football
following several unsuccessful spells in
academy football.

“I'was in and out of academy football at
ayoung age. | had spells with West Brom,
Wolves and Aston Villa and | ended up
spending about a year with each. However,
all three clubs released me because they
thought | was

too smaill.

“That's what it was like back then and
obviously it led me on to a different route to
where | am but | wouldn't change any of it
for the world.”

“I felt like | was doing well at Wolves and
when I heard that | would be getting
released | was devasted. Naturally you rise
again and | went back to playing football
with my mates which | loved.

“I remember talking to my dad after those
meetings. | told him that | wanted to go
back to doing that and enjoying Sunday
league with my mates.

“Iwas playing for my local team and | know
that some people do stop playing for a bit.

However, I've always seen football as
something that | have really enjoyed
no matter what it throws at you.”

Despite successful spells in
non-league football, a move to
Alvechurch was where March began
his route up the pyramid.

“I started playing men's football
for Tipton Town in step 5 and after
that the manager left so | ended
up moving on from there. | joined
Causeway United because | knew
one of the lads who played there.

“That was the same league as Tipton
and | had a really good season.
Thinking back I hit 20 goals for them
and on the back of that season | got
my move to Alvechurch.

“I think moving to Alvechurch helped
me to realise the opportunity | had
in non-league football. | was young
and for me it was still a case of
playing football with my mates.
However, Alvechurch were a team
that were pushing forward and
aiming for promotion.

“I'went in there feeling like it was a
step up. | wanted to use that to try
and work my way up the non-league
ladder. Looking at where | am today
I'm thankful that | took that decision.

“Playing in the games was the
best preparation you could ask for.
Alvechurch were a fairly big team
for that level and the manager lan
Long is someone who | owe a lot of
gratitude to.

“He was up front with me when |
went in. He told me | wouldn't play
every week but he said there would
be plenty of opportunities because
they rotate the squad regularly. That
honesty and transparency is what
drew me to joining because | knew
what | was going in to.

“I'was playing on the wing but | still
managed to contribute 15 or 16 goals
in that first season. The season after
we got promotion and | scored 36
goals so it was a great season.”

Following on from these goal-
ladened seasons, the 26-year-old
admits that this helped him to

set high standards for his own
performances.

“I felt like | demanded those
performance levels from myself.

I was a bit naive at that age and
because of the ambitions | do have,
| put an expectation on myself to
score regularly.

“Setting those standards for yourself
is really important. | know what it's
like to work in a factory and have

to balance that with my football.

| always kept grafting when |

was balancing both hoping for
something to happen and thankfully
it did.”

In playing part-time for Alvechurch,
the forward also had to take on a
full-time role in pipe-fitting in order
to make the ends meet.

“I was doing pipe fitting with a
company just round the corner from
my house. It paid the bills at the time
and whenever | had a game the
guys there would let me leave

that little bit early so it was a

great understanding.

“I definitely think my time playing
and working in a full-time job helps
me to appreciate what | have now.

I always do my best to train as hard
as | can in every session. | appreciate
everything that football has given
me and | am always working hard to
make sure | can stay in it for as long
aslcan.”

However, with aspirations to
continue to climb the pyramid,
March eventually took the decision
to move to National League North
side Leamington.

“My time at Alvechurch was a
great period of my life. Those
achievements both personally and
collectively are really important

to me. Also looking back, it's been
vital in where I have got to today so
| can’t thank the coaches and my
team mates enough for playing a
role in that.

“It was definitely a worry when |
made the decision to leave. At the
end of that season | felt like it was
the right time to move on. | was high
in confidence and wanted to test
myself in the National League North.

“Leamington wasn't far from where

| stayed at that time. | felt ready to
go and give it my all at a higher level
because | wanted to kick on up

the ladder.

“The manager there gave me
reassurances, | knew | was going
there to be first choice as a central
striker and hearing what he had to
say | just thought ‘why not?” and as it
turns out | loved every minute.”

It was a move which truly lit the blue
touch paper on the forward'’s career
as he found the back of the net 24
times in 27 matches.

“It was a surreal experience. | always
backed myself to do well but | didn't
quite think it would go that well.
When you're in a run like that, you
try to take things a single game at a
time but you always hear rumors.

“I was still part-time and working
on the side. My agent was then
an advisor to help guide us to

a decision. It was coming up to
Christmas and | was speaking to
clubs almost every day who
were interested.

“Being a full-time footballer has
always been the dream for me. |
wanted to make sure | joined the
right club and with the potential of
achieving that dream | wasn't going
to let anything stand in my way.”

A move to League Two side Forest

Green would come in the January of
2020, for the forward he was joining
a club where he felt wanted.

“I felt like Forest Green wanted me
the most and for me, I've always
wanted to play where | feel valued.
I had a great three years there but
when | first went in | didn't really feel
ready but then covid hit.

“I definitely feel like that helped

me, | was able to knuckle down

and get into shape for the next
season which was just around the
corner. | probably came back too

fit in hindsight, | ended up breaking
down with injury but | wanted to give
myself the best opportunity to get
back into the side.”

“I saw a lot of lads make the step
up but they ended up falling back
down to National League and |
didn’t want to do that. That was a
big motivator in my off season plan
because | wanted to make the most
of the opportunity | had in full-time
football.”

However, following on from a
successful loan spell with Town,
March headed into his second
season with the club high in

confidence.

“I went into that pre-season feeling
like a different player, | was ready

to prove that | could play for Forest
Green and | ended up getting covid
just before the season started. After
that, | picked up an injury so it was
quite a tough period but | was happy
with how the season ended.

“I was playing back-up to the two
strikers who were in but | knew | was
playing and training well. It was

a great group to be a part of and
thankfully we had a bit of success
there as well.

“You definitely appreciate the
promotion more. There were quite
a few lads who were in a similar
situation to me. Coming from non-
league, | think it gives you that extra
drive to prove people wrong and to
show you can succeed.

“With that in mind, that made me
feel alittle bit disappointed with my
spell at Stevenage because | had a
difficult run with injuries. However,
that is part and parcel of football,
I'm just thankful that | am back fit
now and ready to get back playing
regularly.”

Having made his debut in last
month'’s victory over MK Dons, March
was pleased to finally have his
opportunity to play in front of the
Town faithful.

“It was a nice feeling to play in front
of the fans, I have never played in
front of them before because of
covid. Personally, it was just great
to be back, no one likes being out
injured but when the injury is such a
minor issue it's more frustrating.

“Every day you're watching the lads
head out to training, | was desperate
to get out there with them in those
first couple of weeks but | was having
to do my work on my own.”

Having returned to full-fitness, the
forward admits he is excited to see
how the competition for places helps
him to improve in the months ahead.

“It's a great group, in my position
there is strong competition for
places which | believe we need.

It helps to drive standards and to
improve everyone. When you head
out on to the pitch, you know your
jersey isn't safe, that is the way
football should be.”

County had just been relegated from the
Vanarama Conference and the game
ended in a 3-1victory for Town in front
of 918 spectators. Goal scorers for Town
were Adam Bolder, Michael Woods and
Chris Hall with all three goals in five first
half minutes, whilst sub, lain Howard
grabbed a consolation for County four
minutes from time. The result lifted
Town to fifth and Stockport dropped to
2lst. Minutes after the match County
manager, lan Bogie resigned after five
winless games.

The return fixture was the last game

of the season and Stockport got their
revenge by beating Town 3-1in front of
a crowd of 3,604 with goals from Scott
Duxbury and a brace from Phil Jevons
and Dominic Rowe for Town.

Under Simon Weaver, his fourth season
in charge, Town finished ninth whilst
Stockport under Alan Lord, finished 14th.
Ashley Worsfold was Town’s top scorer
with 16 league and cup goals whilst for
County Jevons top-scored with 21 goals.
